Reminder for Builders and Remodelers 
County Inspection Program Begins Soon 
The Texas Residential Construction Commission (TRCC) advises all home builders and remodelers to be aware of the new home inspection requirements for their projects starting September 1, 2008.

All homes built or remodeled in unincorporated areas or in cities that do not offer municipal inspections must be inspected at least three times during construction (mandatory reviews include a foundation inspection before concrete is poured, framing and mechanical systems assessment before wallboard is installed and a final sign-off after the entire job is done).
